The Chair explained that items 5 and 6 (relatedh® implementing rules for the
Agency’s Staff regulation) had to be postponedhi iext Management Board meeting
in September because the Commission’s agreemehe tsubmitted draft implementing
rules was still pending.

The meeting agreed to regroup the agenda in su@yadhat items 4 (Appointment of the
Board of Appeal) and 17 (Request by the Commisgigorovide technical and scientific
support based on Atrticle 77 (2) of the REACH Retiotg should be dealt with in the
presence of Mr Zourek.

It was also agreed to cover a series of items uffiley Other Business’ (see under
heading II. 19).

On this basis, the agenda was adopted.
2. Minutes
(MB/M/02/2008)

The Board accepted an amendment to the minutdsedBoard meeting in April, which
had been proposed by the UK (circulated in the fofrm room document).

Two further requests for amendments were madeyorallCommission representative
proposed an amendment to minutes under headingdther Business Budget A



representative of interested parties asked forudinf additional wording in the
penultimate paragraph on page 9. These proposaésal& accepted. (All amendments
agreed are listed in tledrrigendumin the annex to the present minutes).

The Chair underlined again that requests for amendsnshould preferably be submitted
in writing in order to facilitate the discussiontire Management Board.

3. Report on operations of the Agency after 1 R0@8
(MB/RD/01/2008)

A room document was made available and Bjorn HanBerector for ‘Operations’
presented the agenda item on the basis of slides.

He recalled the types of activities started as frbndune 2008 and explained the
temporary measures taken in order to replace odractionalities of REACH IT as well
as the way in which the communication with stakdad on these issues had been
organised. He also provided an overview of the nemalb dossiers submitted.

Mr Hansen stressed the commitment of ECHA stafinfil Directorates, who, in spite
of difficult circumstances, had made it possible ifadustry to meet their obligations in
time.

The ED provided complementary information on REAOHelated aspects. In addition
to the so-called ‘REACH IT Build Up’ team, a newERCH-IT Operation’ team had
been put in place. The latter had 6 staff and béllincreased up to 11 staff members. A
dedicated ‘REACH IT Helpdesk’ team had also beealdished. The ED said that in the
immediate future emphasis would be laid on enaliing pre-registration.

In the subsequent discussion, several Board Membsksd for further clarification
regarding the impact of the manual processing eé@os on other activities in ECHA.

One Member raised the question of whether in theréuthe ECHA helpdesk would be
able to provide also information over the telephohre the country he represented
industry had given positive feedback to the nafidrelpdesk in particular because it
provided the possibility to talk directly to helsdestaff.

Another Member enquired about the possibility foerivber States to get connected to
the REACH IT system.

In response to these comments, the ED first saidhe important to keep in mind that,
when dealing with dossiers by using the temporagasares, ECHA staff not only
replace the REACH IT functionalities but also castt important work on the content of

the submissions. It was therefore not easy to agbesworkforce absorbed due to the
transitional arrangements.

With regard to the functioning of the ECHA helpdetiie ED said that providing oral
information was particularly difficult because diet need to cover all Community
languages.

The ED explained that all efforts had been conegsadl on the entry into operation of the
Agency. Therefore, work on IT connectivity with Mber States had to be interrupted
until the end of June. Crypto-boxes could neveedelbee made to interested Member
States, which should then contact him.

It was then decided to postpone further discuseifREACH IT-related matters to the
specific agenda item reserved for this issue (selell. 16).

The Chair concluded that the entry into operatibthe Agency had been successfully
ensured. He also highlighted that the Board hadeapgted the fact that the ED had

provided regular updates on REACH IT. This had te@aonfidence. The Chair finally
expressed his thanks to all ECHA staff for the gadous efforts made.

The reporting officers presented the procedureowadld and the outcome of the
assessment.

The Board agreed the modification to the formatefprobationary report as proposed in
theaddendunto meeting document MB/34/2008.

Subsequently, the Board confirmed Mr Geert Dancethis position as ECHA'’s
Executive Director.
5. Rules on transparency regarding safety of snbsta

(MB/35/2008 and MB/35/2008 rev. 01)

Bjorn Hansen, Director for ‘Operations’ presentied ineeting document using slides.

In the subsequent discussion, the Board stresgeddéd to provide information on the
safety of substances in a way that would be ugefiiie general public.



One of the Members said that a link should be &stedd with Article 35 of the REACH

Regulation on access of information for workers. Mansen replied that this was
primarily an issue of the proper implementatiorAdicle 119 (1) and (2) of the REACH
Regulation. The application of these Articles shofiist be closely monitored before
considering additional provisions in this area.

Other Members suggested clarifying the notion ohfaentiality’ in the Article 3 of the
draft rules on transparency regarding safety of&uizes. It was also proposed to state in
the recitals that the draft rules would be applkégthout prejudice to the Community
legislation in the fields of ‘Access to documerfRe@ulation (EC) 1049/2001) and on the
application of the Aarhus Convention (Regulatio€YHB367/2006).

In the light of the discussion held, the ECHA Seamiat produced and circulated at a
later stage in the meeting a revised document (IFR(E8 rev. 01).

After presentation of this document by Minna Hel@k{Senior Legal Advisor), the

Management Board approved the draft rules contameldcument MB/35/2008 rev. 01
and entrusted the Executive Director with trandgngtthe draft rules to the Commission
in order to obtain its agreement - in line with idle 109 of the REACH Regulation —
before final adoption by the Management Board.

5. Appointment of new RAC members
(MB/36/2008)

On the basis of meeting document MB/36/2008 the ddament Board decided, without
discussion, to appoint Ms. Zhivka HALKOVA, Mr. Bogaw BARANSKI and Ms.
Alicja ANDERSSON as members of the Risk Assessr@@ammittee.

6. Towards a first ‘candidate list’ of substance
(MB/37/2008)

The meeting document was presented by the ED. Agtiaahl information a table
providing an overview of the submitted and expectethex XV dossiers was made
available.

The Board received a detailed progress update ®medtablishment of the first candidate
list of substances of very high concern (SVHC) famthorisation and the first
recommendations for priority substances for aufabion. Members took note of the fact
that the timely availability of the candidate Nsas dependent on the early submission of
Annex XV-dossiers from Member States by mid Jun@820The finalisation of the
candidate list in autumn 2008 was also a precanditior the Agency’s first
recommendation of priority substances for authtinoeeby 1 June 2009.



The Board underlined the need for prudent commdinican the candidate list. It should
not be perceived as a black list but it generatas obligations for suppliers of articles
containing such substances.

Some Board Members raised the concern that a catedidt with only a limited number
of substances could create the false impressiomenfig an exhaustive list of all
problematic cases. It was therefore made clearttieainitial list would be reviewed on a
regular basis and further substances would be addeé future.

Some Members pointed to the fact the Commission ratdyet requested ECHA to
prepare dossiers for SVHC substances for the catalli$t. In response, the Commission
underlined its intention to be very active in theqess. A request for the inclusion of
several PBT substances was currently being prepared

7. Appointment of chairperson and members of ther@of Appeal
(MB/33/2008

The Board first held an exchange of views on thineaof the short list of candidates
which the Commission had submitted.

Many Board Members criticised that the short listmbt provide for a real choice. It was
recalled that the Board, at its meeting in Septen2@®7 and in the context of the
appointment of the Executive Director, had calladttee Commission to submit a short-
list that would respect the prerogatives of ther@odhe Board also regretted that it was
forced to accept the short-list due to the timesgwee under which it had to take a
decision.

In response to these remarks, a representativeeddmmission explained that the short-
list was the result of the limited number of apations which the Commission had
received for the positions of members of the Baafrd\ppeal. He reassured the Board
that the Commission had followed its normal adntiaisse practice. All qualified
candidates had been included in the short-listukigertook to inform the Board of the
number of candidates for the various posts in gquesThe Commission representative
then said that, if necessary, the Commission wa@deady to republish the vacancy
notice. In this case, the eligibility and selectmiteria should be re-examined in order to
assess whether the requirements should be relaxed.

The ED stressed that, if re-publication was needetdould also be important to publish
the vacancy notice as widely as possible. Thisagased.

Concluding the introductory discussion on the shisttsubmitted by the Commission,
the Chair underlined that it was important to resplee spirit of the REACH Regulation
with regard to the appointments to be made by taeddement Board. The Commission
should therefore ensure that the list of candidatmdd offer a real choice to the Board.



The floor was then given to a representative ofRfeparatory Group, who explained the
working methods applied by the Group as well asrédee@mmendations contained in the
Group’s report to the Management Board. He alsomkbd the Secretariat for the

excellent support provided to the Preparatory Group

The attention of the Board was drawn to possibtécdities arising from the selection
interviews. One of the candidates had not beenyremadlearly commit himself to taking
up a position in Helsinki (if offered). Another alidate had said that in all likelihood he
would only be available for a regular post on tleail of Appeal as from October 2009.

The Chair highlighted the need to put in place l& faperational Board of Appeal as
quickly as possible. The successful candidates|dhiherefore be available as from 1
January 2009 at the very latest. This had to bentakto account in the appointment
process.

Subsequently, the Board held an exchange of viewth® qualities and qualifications of
the candidates.

The Board then decided to put the recommendatigrisebPreparatory Group to the vote
as a whole. The vote was carried out by secrebthalid the recommendations made by
the Preparatory Group were approved in line with riquirements of Article 82 of the
REACH Regulation.

Given the information on the availability of thencidates provided by the Chair, the
Board also decided that the selected candidatesicsthbe required to give a definitive
answer within two weeks. They should also undertakeke up their positions as from 1
January at the latest.

Subject to these conditions, the Board appointe L as Chairman,
Mr as legally qualified membedavir S

as technically qualified member of the Board of Aab
In addition the Board authorised its Chair

- to undertake the necessary steps together wittE@IHA Secretariat to send out
letters of intent to the successful candidatesigiog the usual 2-weeks deadline for
acceptance;

- to take the necessary steps, in particular vissahe European Commission, in order
to break any deadlock that could arise from the-axreptance of some of the
candidates, including the request for republicatodnthe calls for expression of
interest and/or the submission of a new or addalitist of qualified candidates.

Finally the Management Board charged the Prepar&@ooup with the assessment of the
remaining candidates for the positions as altesnatel additional members with a view
to appointing these at the next Management Boaetingein September 2008.



8. Request by the Commission to provide techniodl scientific support based on
Article 77 (2) of the REACH Regulation
(MB/45/2008)

Joachim Kreysa, Director for Cooperation, presetitecagenda item.

The Board was informed of a request by the Comumssisking ECHA to provide
technical and scientific support to the activitief the European Community at
international level. The request was based on &rfi@(2) of the REACH Regulation and
mainly concerned the cooperation with the OECD, wwk on Persistent Organic
Pollutants and the support to regulatory dialogugth third countries (e.g. through
awareness events, conferences, workshops). Thasgiex would be based on a work
plan in order to allow for an efficient coordinatiof ECHA and Commission activities
and would in the Commission’s view not require rregources.

Generally, the Board welcomed the detailed reqbestobserved that it would be a
challenge for ECHA to comply with the request withanaking available supplementary
resources. The Board therefore wished to reviesywhurk plan together with the regular
work programme of the Agency. In addition, the maitnual work programme should
be adapted accordingly.

Some Members raised the issue of providing traimind information to third countries,

including developing countries. The ED said thathstraining activities could have far-

reaching implications in terms of workload. At arae, such training should be carried
out in close cooperation with the Commission. As & accession countries were
concerned, ECHA should ask for reimbursement outthe related Community

programmes.

Finally, the Board noted that the list of activitimas not exhaustive and the Commission
could ask for further support in the future.

9. Revision of ECHA'’s Financial Regulation
(MB/44/2008 rev. 01)

The agenda item was presented by Udo Heider, Diréat Resources.

He explained that the Commission’s new Financialteéwork Regulation for Agency’s
was expected to be adopted in late June 2008 (aafajhe draft was provided as annex
to meeting MB/44/2008 rev. 01). After adoption hg tCommission, ECHA should base
its own Financial Regulation on the new Commissiardel. The Board agreed to carry
out this adaptation by written procedure.

Mr Heider made clear that the new rules would riuiraess the important aspect of how
to make efficient use of the fee income. Two omiomere, in theory, available to



overcome this problem. The first one would consisan amendment to the REACH
Regulation aimed at defining fee income as so-da#lesigned revenue’.

The second option would be the creation of a reskmd. This meant that a derogation
from the (new) Framework Financial Regulation wobddrequired.

A representative of the Commission stated thahigt point in time he did not see an
amendment to the REACH Regulation as a realistioon@mnd therefore strongly advised
to go for the reserve fund. The ED said that, te éffect, the appropriate contacts with
the Commission’s DG for Budget would have to balgshed beforehand.

The Management Board asked the ECHA Secretariataike concrete proposals at the
next Board meeting in September 2008

10. Outcome of 2008 Budget Review and follow-up
(MB/46/2008)

The ED provided the Board with a report on the afshe budget 2008 and pointed to the
risk of considerable under-spending in the currgedr which was budgeted by the
Commission. He presented the solution to the prmbdes put forward in the meeting
document, i.e. the potential payment of renovatost in the form of a lump sum,

instead of spreading the cost over the next 11syaad paying it off in a form of

advanced rent which would reduce the rental coftture years.

The Board welcomed the proposal made. A CommissiEpresentative stressed,
however, that similar situations should be avoiotethe future and drew attention to the
need for keeping the budgetary authority infornreen appropriate manner.

As a result, the Board endorsed the proposal maddocument MB/46/2008 for
addressing the under-spending of the budget in 2808 mandated the Executive
Director to work out a practical solution with tlegvner for the change to the rental
contract. The Board entrusted the Chairman witlorming the budgetary authority
thereof.

11. Annual declarations of commitment and interest
(MB/47/2008)

The Secretary of the Management Board presenteahéleting document.

The Board agreed that all Members should renewr tleinual declarations of
commitment and interest. The related forms wereenaagilable.

In line with the proposal made in meeting docundBy47/2008, the Board adopted an
amendment to its Rules of Procedure providing fier publication of these declarations
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of interests. Moreover, the Board decided on thg imavhich specific declarations (in
terms of Article 88 (3) of the REACH Regulation) ioferest should be recorded in the
official minutes

12. Recruitment procedure for Registrar and Acdogn®fficer
(MB/43/2008)

The ED informed the Board of the selection proceduior the Agency’'s Accounting
Officer and the Registrar of the Board of Appeas. ridcalled that the Accounting Officer
would be appointed by the Management Board (théigailon of the vacancy notice had
been scheduled for the end of June 2008). The KElisat, if so desired, the Board could
send an observer to the selection panel. The Biidrdot make use of this possibility

The appointment of the Registrar of the Board ofpégd will follow the regular
procedure for ECHA staff. According to the draftl& of Procedure, the Registrar of
the Board of Appeal will be appointed on the badia proposal by the Chairman, who
should therefore sit on the related selection pared publication of the post of Registrar
would therefore depend on the availability of tHeatman of the Board of Appeal.

13. Interim report from working group on reimburserh of REACH tasks to
Member States
(MB/38/2008)

On the basis of the meeting document, the ED ugddée Board on the progress made
by the Working Group on the reimbursement of taskscuted by the Member States
under the REACH Regulation.

During the subsequent discussion the indicationshen interim report regarding the
workload of rapporteurs were considered by some Memas underestimated. One of
the members took the view that, by contrast, theapporteurs would require less time
than estimated by the working group.

One of the Members underlined that the reimbursémsbould be adequate because
otherwise the quality of the work was likely to feuf Some Members questioned the
need to apply a coefficient. Regarding the pralitiea of the reimbursement, it was
suggested that the payments should be made diréatlthe national institutions
concerned.

Another proposal made was to include a represeatafithe new Member States into the
working group. The question was raised to whatrextee need for training experts could
be taken into account.

A request was made to reconsider whether the usieec$o-called transitional dossiers

for the pilot phase is the best approach or whetiherfirst real cases should be used
instead.
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A representative of the Commission stated thatGbenmission was still to deliver its
official position on the proposals made. He empesithat, for reasons of sound
financial management, reimbursement had to be basedal costs and that a coefficient
had to be applied.

The ED reassured that the Board that the diffecenterns raised would be taken into
account by the working group. Regarding the isdugaining and transfer of expertise,
he saw this as a matter to be addressed by the itzesn

The Chair encouraged the representatives of the Member States to volunteer for
participation in the working group.

He concluded that the Board welcomed the reportesnaibrsed the way forward. A pilot
project should therefore be carried out and thal fieport based on it would be presented
after June 2009. The second interim report to leseunted in December 2008 should
contain proposals on the maximum proportion to éenbursed, the coefficient to be
used and the conditions of the contracts inclutlegterms of reference.

14. Interim report from working group on multi-arahwvork programme
(MB/39/2008)

The ED presented to the Board the preliminary dnaiti-annual work programme
contained in the meeting document. He recalledttreadoption of such a document was
an obligation under the REACH Regulation.

The Board welcomed the work accomplished so farteahd an exchange of views on the
content. Several suggestions for improvements \Weoeight forward, e.g. the idea to
seek synergies with other legislation and to stforean ambitious level for the vision of
the Agency. Cooperation with the other institutiovess mentioned as an area that should
be adequately covered.

One of the Members raised the question of how gamise a consultation of the general
public on the document. It was clarified that tlesults of a public consultation on the
multi-annual work programme would be taken intocactt in the context of the first
annual update.

The Board took note of the fact that the Working@@r would present a final text at the
Board meeting in September 2008. The Chair invitesl Working Group to take the
proposals made into account when revising the .dggfecific text proposals should be
made to the ECHA Secretariat in writing.

15. Outcome of selection of stakeholder organisatio
(MB/40/2008)
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Joachim Kreysa, Director for ‘Cooperation’ presentee meeting document, including
the outcome of a first call for expression of ietdrfor stakeholder organisations wishing
to participate at the work of the Agency. The Vigts based on selection criteria adopted
by the MB in its February meeting, ensuring tha trganisations acted at European
level and in a field that is relevant to the wofke®CHA. It was also proposed to add two
organisations to the list of eligible stakeholdegamisations that do not meet all the
criteria adopted by the Board but would cover intgatr aspects otherwise not
sufficiently addressed. Of this list of 31 orgatisas ECHA would recommend the
committees and Forum to accept a balanced seleatftibh organisations as observers.

It was clarified that the call for expression oferest would remain open, i.e. further
applications would be admissible. In addition te fharticipation of certain stakeholder
organisations as observers in the committees, E@HAorganise stakeholder days
reaching out to a wider stakeholder community.

The ED undertook that observers representing NGf$ teade unions would be
reimbursed if the costs were not covered by otharces.

The Board briefly discussed the eligibility of sosyecific stakeholder organisations as
well as the way in which to ensure a good balarfictaixeholder organisations.

The Board concluded that the final selection afible stakeholder organisations and of
potential observers and that the final selectichspecific rules for observer involvement
in the work of the Committees and the Forum wouddldft to these Agency bodies.

However, the Board reserved its right to reviewg thiatter when appropriate.

16. Next stages of REACH IT
(MB/RD/02/2008)

A room document was distributed.

The ED informed the Board of the next stages of RBAT and the functionalities that

would be available in the months to come. Two nesvsns would be delivered

respectively in July (bulk pre-registration) andptenber (replacing the manual
submission pipeline and migration of temporary dases) and a prolongation of the
framework contract with the current contractor wbulepend on the successful and
timely delivery of these two versions. He also mied the Board of its plan to call for a
study examining alternative options and to arrdiegevaluation of the project.

The Board held an exchange of views. This includediscussion on whether the

contractual relationship with the responsible cttasti should be reviewed. Several
Board members stressed, however, that it was impbitd avoid disrupting further work.
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The Chair of the Forum asked when the technicgbedgor the Forum would be made
available.

Members underlined that core functionalities - irtigular bulk submission of pre-
registration or the submission of registration, RBS and inquiries - should be made
available within a clearly defined timeframe. Thesked to be informed, for each of the
core functionalities, about the essential workitegps and their scheduled deadlines.

One of the Members also asked for the translatiathed REACH-IT user interfaces for
pre-registration, as they were at present onlylabka in English.

The ED reassured the Board that bulk submissionddioe possible the latest from 15
September 2008 and of the other submissions tlestldtom December 2008. He
undertook to continue with the sending of reguladates on the REACH IT situation to
the Board members.

17. Update on guidance
(MB/41/2008)

Joachim Kreysa, Director for ‘Cooperation’ informélte Board on guidance related
activities during the last months. Before entryoimiperation on 1 June 2008, ECHA
published the guidance on information requiremants chemical safety assessment and
on the requirements for substances in articleadtlition, the REACH Navigator and the
guidance on registration had been updated. ThedBwas also briefed on the inaccurate
interpretations of substance identity guidance giteng in industry and on the creation of
an expert roster for supporting the updating work.

The Board took note of the information provided. was concluded that further

discussions would be held at the next ManagememrdBmeeting. In the meantime,
serious concerns, if any, should be communicatededhair.

18. Security rules at ECHA
(MB/42/2008)
It was decided to postpone this agenda item toMlamagement Board meeting in
September 2008. The Agency was asked to completdatument with IT security.

The ED also informed the members of the postponeroérthe next «training for
trainers», the date of first stakeholder day (1@00er) and the date of the first meeting
of the Risk Communicators Network (second weekegt&mber).

Vacancies for junior scientists

Special attention of the members was drawn to Huancy notices for IT-assistants and
junior scientists.

Access to CIRCA site

Given the sensitive nature of some of the documaisfdayed on the CIRCA site, it was
decided not to broaden the scope of existing acogiss.

Travel costs

Members were reminded of the existing reimbursemaes, in particular regarding the
need to make travel arrangements in the most econeay possible.

Cosmetics

A member of the Board referred to the initiativettoed Commission to involve ECHA in
finding a practical solution for the problem of iors of cosmetics from USA. The
Commission would have promised a practical solut@on contacted ECHA in this
respect. The Board member expressed concern abwutnitiative which could be
understood as interfering with the independent twsiof the Agency and called on
ECHA to respect this when replying to the Commissio
